	Working with tooling and long objects
	Staff and tutees, spectators – injuries such as cuts and scrapes. Unintended contact whilst handling long lengths of wood


	Staff to be trained in safe use of tools and working practices

Tutees to be instructed in safe use of tools and working practices, will only work under supervision of competent tutors

Site to be cordoned off to keep spectators at a safe distance

Provision of PPE such as eye protection when deemed necessary or requested by participants 
	Staff to be first aid trained or first aid provision to be available nearby

	Manual handling


	Staff/tutees may suffer back pain from handling heavy/bulky items
	Workbenches to be set at a suitable height

Staff trained in manual handling and to instruct tutees
	Remind participants not to try to lift anything that is too heavy and seek assistance

	Slips, trips and falls


	Staff/tutees could suffer injuries such as bruising of fractures if they trip or slip over objects
	Good housekeeping to keep site clear of offcuts, trailing wires

Overhanging objects such as long lengths of wood to be kept to a minimum

Everyone to wear suitable footwear

Good lighting in all areas
	Where cables need to be run between a power point and work site, these need to be suitably protected eg cable traps and mats

	Electrical


	Potential for electrical shocks or burns from faulty equipment
	Electrical equipment to be inspected for damage or potential damage before use

Residual Current Devices (RCD) to be used on site

No personal electrical appliances to be allowed

Site electrical points to be visually inspected for damage or potential damage prior to use 

No power tools allowed in wet areas

	On/near water
	Staff and participants – risk of capsizing from vessel and potentially drowning
Spectators – risk of falling into water and potentially drowning
	Staff to be competent in safe use of vessels on water, including ingress/egress as per Society safety guidelines
Participants to be instructed on safe use of vessels on water including what to do should they capsize

Participants will be supervised at all times

Where conditions require it, a safety vessel will be provided

All users to wear buoyancy aids at all times when near or on water
Spectators to be kept at a safe distance from water’s edge
	Conditions of water to be assessed prior to use, such as strong currents and winds
Conditions of water to be monitored at all times and where necessary, activity abandoned
Define safe area for spectators away from water’s edge

	Waterborne diseases
	Risk of illness through contact with open water such as lakes and rivers
	Staff to be aware of the risk of waterborne diseases as per Society safety guidelines

Participants to be made aware of the risk of waterborne diseases as per Society safety guidelines

Open cuts/grazes to be covered prior to going on the water

	Collision/injury on water
	Risk of colliding with objects/other water users which may result in injuries
	Staff to keep participants away from other water users
Other water users to be made aware of our presence through reasonable means such as advance notification or a whistle/air horn

Suitable clothing/footwear to be work by staff and participants at all times
